
Pattern Notes:
Chart based on article in “INKnitters” by Bonnie Triola Volume 5 Number 18 – Fall 2005
· Measure Crotch Depth

· Measure from Waist to Desired Length

· Inseam equals desired length minus crotch depth

· Leg Width – Take a snug hip measurement and divide it by 2 and add 3” for an adult or 1 ½ “ for a child
· Crotch – bind off 2” in back for adult and 1” in from for an adult.  For children bind off 1” in back and ½ “ in front

Very important to check and make sure that half the hip measurement plus 3 inches will fit around your thigh.  If not, use your thigh measurement vs. half your hip measurement for leg width.

You can make the pants any length,full length, crop pants, or shorts.  Cast on using your favorite hem technique and knit to crotch.  Bind off on one side for back crotch and than bind off on the other side of your work for the front crotch.  Continue knitting straight up to the waist.  You will be making TWO pieces.  Be sure to reverse the front and back bind offs.  Sew the inseams together and then join both legs by seaming the crotch together.  Add a waist band and elastic and you are done.
